The Official Community Plan (OCP) is a key  
policy document that guides land use and   
community planning decisions in the Town.  It is   
reviewed every six years ï the last version was 
adopted in 2005.  Over the next year the Town 
will be engaging the community in a review of 
this document ï you are invited to take part.   
 

The next step in the process is the Quality of 
Life Survey, which will be sent to every     
household within the Town of Qualicum 
Beach. It is currently under development and 
will be distributed in September.  The first    
public meeting is planned for the Fall.

FINANCIAL PLAN  

Financial Plan  
The Town has continued with a ñmaintenance 
modeò approach by committing significant   
resources to maintaining and improving       
infrastructure for water, sewer, roads, trails, 
drainage, parks and buildings.  In addition, the   
Berwick water project (over $2,000,000 in 
grant funding) and trails projects (about 
$250,000 in grant funding) will be constructed 
in 2010. 
 

Property Taxes  

The 2010 property taxes have increased 4.0% 
which is comprised of 2% for inflation and/or 
service additions, 1% for building maintenance        
improvements and 1% for the addition of one 
RCMP officer. 
  
Water and Sewer Bills  
The Townôs water bylaw rates are designed to 
encourage water conservation and work      
toward recovering the true cost of water     
production and distribution from user rates.  
For households practicing moderate water 
conservation, there should be no increase in 
their water bill under the bylaw.  Water rates 
for higher consumption users have increased.

PAYMENT OPTIONS 

1. Pay in person at most financial institutions. 
2. Pay by telephone or internet through most 

financial institutions.   
3. Mail or attend in person at the Town Office 

to pay your taxes.  We accept post-dated 
cheques for July 2, 2010 or earlier. 

 
PROPERTY TAX DUE DATE 

A 5% penalty will be applied to unpaid 2010 
property tax balances (including unclaimed 
home owner grants) after Friday, July 2, 2010 at 
4:30 p.m.   A further 5% penalty will be applied 
should an unpaid property tax balance remain 
after Friday, October  29, 2010.

Home Owner Grant  

 
To determine eligibility for a home 
owner grant, please carefully     
review the notes on the bottom 
front and on the reverse sides of 
your tax notice. 
 
A home owner grant cannot be claimed 
through telephone or internet payment, but 
can be submitted separately at the Town    
Office.   
 
Application for your home owner grant can 
be done on -line!  

Simply go to the Town of Qualicum Beach 
website at www.qualicumbeach.com and    
follow the Taxation headings to lead you to 
the Home Owner Grant application.  You will 
be asked to enter a web ID and Password.  
These items can be found on the front page of 
your tax  notice, directly above the application 
for the Home Owner Grant. Choose 
ñConfidential  Accessò.  Following this, read 
the instructions carefully.

DEFERMENTS 

The Provincial government now   
offers three tax deferment programs 
which allow you to defer payment of 
current property taxes on your 
home.  ALL programs require that you: 
· are a Canadian citizen or permanent       

resident; 
· have lived in BC for at least one year prior to 

application; 
· are eligible for the home owner grant; and 
· have a current fire insurance policy on the 

home. 
 

Regular Property Tax Deferment Program  
 

Homeowners must be 55 years of age or older, 
widowed or disabled. The owner must have, 
and maintain, a minimum equity of 25% on their 
home. 
 

Financial Hardship Property Tax  
Deferment Program  

 

This program continues to be available for 2010.  
Homeowners of any age who are currently     
experiencing financial hardship due to economic 
conditions may apply.  The owner must have, 
and maintain, a minimum equity of 15% on their 
home. 

Families with Children  
Deferment Program  

 

This program is new for 2010.    
It is offered to homeowners of 
any age who are financially    
supporting a dependent child  
under age 18.  The owner must 

have, and  maintain, a minimum equity of 15% 
on their home.   

TOILET REBATE PROGRAM  
 

The Low-Flush Toilet Rebate 
Program continues until  
December 31, 2010.  For more 
information, visit Town Hall or:
