e Physical capability to safely complete continuous manual labour (e.g. bending, shoveling, lifting,
pushing/pulling, etc.) in all weather conditions;

e Demonstrated ability to communicate effectively, particularly when dealing with the public;

e Demonstrated ability to work as a part of a team as well as independently;

e Ability to follow direction, especially direction related to safe work practices.

The terms and conditions of employment are covered by the CUPE Local 401 Collective Agreement. The rate
of pay is $20.49/hr (July 1, 2024 rate). Successful applicants will be expected to work 40 hours/week and shifts
may include weekends. The successful candidate will be required to provide a recent driver’s license abstract.
